Oncelikle, KarLag in kurulusu, isleyisi ve bu sistemin Sovyet totalitarizminin bir araci olarak
nasil yapilandigi ele alinmaktadwr.

Abstract

This article is dedicated to the historical analysis of the labor correctional camp system in the
Soviet Union, with a specific focus on KarLag, Steplag, Spassk, Alzhir, and the children's labor camp
in Karaganda. It explores the formation and development of KarLag, as well as the other specialized

camps that were integral to the broader repressive system.

KarLag, as the central camp in the system, included sub-camps such as Steplag and Spassk,
which were used for the internment of prisoners of war. The article delves into the reasons for their
creation, their organizational characteristics, and their role in the Soviet economy. Steplag, Spassk,

which utilized military personnel for forced labor, were key components of the forced labor system
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used for the purposes of Soviet industrialization and agriculture. The functioning of these camps under

tight political control and their role in the Soviet state's use of forced labor are analyzed in detail.

Alzhir, a specialized camp for repressed ethnic groups, including Kazakhs, is also a key
element of this study. The article examines the reasons for the creation of Alzhir, its specific functions,
and its role in the broader process of ethnic cleansing. This camp became a symbol of the national
repressions and was used as a tool to implement the Soviet government's political strategy regarding

the deportation of entire ethnic groups.

The study also focuses on the children's labor camp in Karaganda, which was part of the
KarLag system. The history of this camp, the conditions under which children were held, and their

exploitation for labor are examined within the broader context of the Soviet repressive system.

Additionally, the article discusses the interrelationship of all these camps, their role within the
larger structure of the Soviet repressive apparatus, and their impact on the political and social climate

of the time.

EXTENDED SUMMARY

The article delves into the history of the KarLag (Karaganda Labor Camp),
one of the largest and most notorious forced labor camps in the Soviet Union. The
study examines the establishment, structure, and functioning of KarLag, as well as its
significant role in the Soviet repressive system. Special attention is given to the sub-
camps of KarLag, such as Steplag, Spassk, and Alzhir, as well as the children’s labor
camp in Karaganda. The article explores how these camps were integral to the
implementation of Soviet policies of political repression, forced labor, and the broader

totalitarian control mechanisms in the USSR.

The Karaganda labor camp system, known as KarLag, was one of the largest
in the Soviet Union, operating from 1930 to 1959. Its creation was part of a broader
policy of repression during the Stalinist era, which targeted political dissidents, ethnic
minorities, religious groups, and other so-called enemies of the state. KarLag, located
in Kazakhstan, became a key component of the forced labor system that supported

Soviet industrialization and agriculture. The system was established to exploit
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prisoners as a cheap labor force for the country’s economic development, particularly

in the mining, construction, and agricultural sectors.

The article traces the evolution of KarLag’s organizational structure, which
housed not only political prisoners but also military captives, intellectuals, peasants,
and ordinary criminals. The camp was divided into several specialized sub-camps,
including Steplag, which primarily detained military prisoners, and Spassk, where
prisoners of war were used for forced labor. Additionally, Alzhir (the Akmolinsk
Camp for Wives of Traitors of the Motherland) is examined for its role in the Soviet
regime’s ethnic purges and its focus on the wives and children of alleged political

“enemies.”

Steplag and Spassk are highlighted as key examples of the Soviet state's use of
forced labor to drive its industrial projects. These camps were crucial to the labor
force that worked on large-scale Soviet initiatives, such as the construction of
railroads, mining operations, and industrial plants. The prisoners were subjected to
grueling conditions, with high mortality rates due to harsh living conditions, forced

labor, and the brutal treatment by the camp authorities.

One of the most tragic aspects of the KarLag system was the inclusion of
Alzhir, a camp specifically for the wives and children of Soviet officials deemed
"enemies of the people." Alzhir was a central site for the persecution of ethnic
minorities and political dissidents during Stalin's purges. The camp's role in the ethnic
repression of Kazakh people and other Soviet minorities is discussed in detail. It
highlights how Alzhir became a tool for the Soviet regime to maintain control over

marginalized populations by subjecting them to forced labor and psychological terror.

Another disturbing aspect of KarLag’s history is the children’s labor camp in
Karaganda. Children, some as young as 7 or 8 years old, were imprisoned and
subjected to forced labor alongside adults. These children, often separated from their
families, endured physical abuse, neglect, and harsh working conditions. The study
examines how this system of forced child labor within KarLag reflects the broader
Soviet strategy of exploiting all available human resources for economic and political

purposes, regardless of age or vulnerability.
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The article concludes by assessing the broader social and political
consequences of the KarLag system. The forced labor system not only contributed to
the Soviet state’s economic projects but also served as a powerful tool of political
repression and control. The system’s widespread use of forced labor and the brutal
treatment of prisoners created an atmosphere of fear, distrust, and trauma that
reverberated throughout Soviet society. The camps were a visible reminder of the
Soviet regime's totalitarian nature, which sought to suppress any dissent, real or

perceived, by any means necessary.

The article argues that KarLag and other forced labor camps were not just
instruments of punishment but integral elements of a wider system of political control.
The consequences of this system had a lasting impact on Soviet society, especially on
the families and communities affected by the deportations and imprisonments. The
legacy of these camps continues to shape the historical consciousness of post-Soviet
countries, particularly Kazakhstan, which inherited the physical remnants of the

KarLag complex.

The study emphasizes the importance of understanding the history of KarLag
and its associated camps as part of the broader narrative of Soviet repression. The
lasting trauma of these camps on individuals and communities cannot be overstated.
By examining the history of KarLag, the article contributes to the ongoing efforts to
come to terms with the legacy of political repression in the Soviet Union and its
lasting effects on the countries and peoples affected. Through a comprehensive
analysis of the camps' structures, functions, and impacts, this study offers new
insights into the mechanics of totalitarianism, forced labor, and the repression of

dissent in the Soviet Union.

In conclusion, KarLag was not only a site of immense human suffering but
also a vital component of the Soviet Union's efforts to maintain control over its
population through fear and exploitation. The legacy of these camps remains an
important chapter in the history of political repression and forced labor, highlighting

the enduring consequences of totalitarian regimes.

Geleneksel turizmin yerine farkli turizm tiirlerini iceren alternatif turizm anlayisi turizmin de
kendi icinde cesitlendirilmesi, ekonomide petrole bagimliigi azaltma, bélgelerinin sosyo-ekonomik olarak
gelisimi gibi temel konulari icermektedir. Azerbaycan'da alternatif turizm tiirlerinin gelisme potansiyelinin
belirlenebilmesi icin bélgelerdeki turizm kaynaklarimin tespiti ve degerlendirilmesi konusunda derinlemesine
arastrma yapimasina ihtiya¢ vardw. Bu durum alternatif turizmin bélgesel ozelliklerinin ve kalkinma

sorunlarmmin kapsamli bir sekilde incelenmesinin énemini ortaya koymaktadir.

Dokiimanlar bir arastirmacinin miidahalesi olmadan kaydedilmis metinleri
icermektedir. Dokliman analizinin yontem olarak belirlenmesi ile konuya bilimsel olarak

yaklasilmis mevcut ikincil kaynaklar iizerinde detayli olarak incelemeler yapilarak, Devlet

Turizm Ajansi, Istatistik komitesi verileri ile konuya agiklik getirilmistir.

Turizm sektorii gecmisten glinlimiize hem gelismis hem de gelismekte olan tilkelerin
biiyiik ilgi gosterdigi bir sektor olmustur.

- Alternatif turizm tiirlerinin yaratilmasinda devlet politikasinin 1iyilestirilmesine

yonelik Oneriler hazirlamak;

- bolgelerde alternatif turizm tiirlerinin gelisimini tesvik etmek igin teklifler ve

tavsiyeler hazirlamak.
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Son yillarda Azerbaycan'1 ziyaret eden turist profili agirlikli olarak is ve tatil amagli
turistlerden olusmaktadir. Azerbaycan'da gezilecek ve goriilecek ¢ok sayida yer olmasina
ragmen konaklama ve ulasim imkanlar1 yeterli degildir. Konaklama tesisleri ¢ogunlukla Bakii
ve Hazar kiy1 bolgesinde yogunlagmistir. Bu anlamda kaynaklarin etkin sekilde kullanilmasi
ve ekonominin ¢esitlendirilmesi agisindan alternatif turizm politikalarinin - 6nemini

Azerbaycan i¢in daha net sekilde gormek miimkiin olacaktir.
1. ALTERNATIF TURIZMIN ONEMIi

Alternatif turizm tiirlerine olan talebin hizla artmasi ve buna paralel olarak alternatif
turizmin gelisip cesitlenmesi gliniimiiziin gercegidir. Turizm pazarinda yeni ortaya cikan
destinasyonlarda alternatif turizm tiirlerinin 6n plana ¢ikmasi ve eski destinasyonlarda yeni
iirliin tiirlerinin yaratilmasi, gelecekte alternatif turizme olan talebin daha da artacagini
gostermektedir. Alternatif turizmin gelistirilmesi, sadece turistik destinasyonlarin gelismesine
degil, aym1 zamanda turistik olmayan bdlgelerin de gelismesine katki saglayarak, bu

bolgelerin iilke gelirlerinden pay almasini saglayacaktir.

Alternatif turizm bazen yesil turizm, yumusak turizm, eko-turizm, doga turizmi,
stirdiirtilebilir turizm, diisiik etkili turizm, kiiltiirel turizm, macera turizmi ve arastirma turizmi
gibi terimlerle birbirinin yerine kullanilmaktadir. Alternatif turizm olusumu ac¢isindan
geleneksel turizmden farkli 6zelliklere sahip, daha 6zgiil konulara odaklanan bir turizm tiirii

olarak ortaya ¢ikmaktadir (Hacioglu ve Avcikurt, 2008; 22).

2010-2014 yilinda Turizmin gelisimine ait Devlet Programinda turizmi ekonominin
karl1 bir alan1 haline getirilmesi, petrol dis1 sektdriin gelisiminin 6nemi belirtilerek, sosyal ve
cevresel ihtiyaglari karsilayacak verimli ve rekabet¢i modern turizm komplekslerinin

olusturulmasi ifade edilmistir (Strateji Yol Xoritasi, 2016; 4).

Ayn1 zamanda, 2019 yil1 Azerbaycan turizmi agisindan en basarili yillardan biri olarak
degerlendirilmektedir. Boylece o yil Azerbaycani toplam 3,2 milyon yabanci turist kabul
etmis olup, bu say1 uluslararasi turist sayist agisindan rekor olarak degerlendirilmektedir. 2019
yilinda kabul edilen Turizm Gelistirme Stratejisi'nde, 2023 yili sonuna kadar iilkemize 4
milyon turistin gelmesinin Azerbaycan turizm sektoriiniin temel hedeflerinden biri olarak
belirlendigi belirtilmektedir. Fakat 2020 yilindan bu yana kiiresel salgin nedeniyle getirilen
kisitlamalar ve bolgede ve 6tesinde hakim olan siyasi ve ekonomik istikrarsizlik, son iki yildir

uluslararasi turizm akimlarini 6nemli 6l¢iide olumsuz etkilemistir.

Dolayisiyla 6zellikle turizm, pandeminin etkilerinden en ¢ok etkilenen ekonomik
faaliyetlerden biri olarak, ancak 2021'in ikinci yarisindan itibaren toparlanma siirecine
girmigtir. O yil iilkeyi ziyaret eden turist sayisi ise 789 bin 982 oldu. Tiim 6nemli hedef turizm
pazarlarinda yasanan aktif toparlanma siireci sonucunda bu rakam, 2021'in ayn1 dénemindeki
rakamin iki kati artarak 2022'de 1,6 milyon turist sayisina ¢ikmis oldu (Devlet Turizm
Agentliyi, 2023; 3-4).

Bu anlamda, Azerbaycan'in temel hedeflerinden biri turizmin alternatif yonlerini
gelistirilmesiyle bu alanda sorumluluklarin belirlenmesi, stratejilerin net olarak ifade edilmesi
ile ekonominin ¢esitlendirilmesi yoniinde aktif rol {istlenmektedir. Yukarida belirtilen
hususlarin da dikkate alinmasiyla, {ilkemize gelecek olan turistlerin farkli amaclar i¢in
ziyaretlerinin temel kosullarini olusturma esas hedeflerden biri olarak ifade edilmelidir.
Azerbaycan'1in turizm potansiyeli mevcut rakamlarin daha da arttirilmasi ve alternatif turizm

politikalarinin ¢esitlendirilmesini hedeflemektedir.
2.2. Eko Turizm

Azerbaycan'in dogal ekoturizm alaninda gergek bir potansiyeli var. Oldukga ilging ve
zengin bir tilke olan iilkenin topraklarmin yarisindan fazlas1 kurak arazilerle (yar1 ¢oller, dag
etekleri ve daglik bozkirlar) kaplidir. Dogal ve cografi kosullarin benzersizligi, burada bitki
ortiisii ve hayvan cesitliliginin olugsmasina olanak saglamistir.

tipinden 9'u Azerbaycan'da bulunmaktadir (9sgorov, 2011; 4).

Ekolojik turizmin gelisimi, modern sosyo-ekonomik krizin ¢ézlimiinde énemli bir rol
oynayabilir. Doganin ve geleneksel kiiltliriin korunmasina hizmet eder. Dogal anitlarla
tanisma, turistlerin i¢ diinyasini zenginlestirir ve onlart dogayr korumaya tesvik eder.
Turizmin bu sektdriine olan talebin artmasi, basta milli parklar ve tabiat parklar1 olmak {izere

yeni, 6zel korunan dogal alanlarin olusmasina yol agmaktadir (Haberal, 2015; 20).
2.3. Agro-Turizm

Son yillarda turizminin gelismesi ve gelen turist sayisinin artmasi nedeniyle bu alanin
gelistirildigi bolgeler ekonomik agidan oldukga gelismistir. Agro-turizminin gelismesi ayni
zamanda bolgelerin cografi konumuna ve uygun doga kosullarina da baghidir. Agro-turizmin
gelismesi bolgelerde issizligin azaltilmasini, altyapinin olusturulmasini ve iyilestirilmesini ve
ayn1 zamanda o bdlgenin kalkinmasimi hizlandirmaktadir. Agroturizm gelirleri bolgelerin
kalkinmasinda, tarihi eserlerin korunmasinda ve niifusun yasam standardinin
iyilestirilmesinde énemli rol oynamaktadir. Ulkenin iklim sartlarinin miisait olmas1 bu alanin
gelismesi icin temel olsa da, diger nedenler de koniunun 6nemini daha artirmaktadir. Agro-
turizm kapsaminda bolgelerdeki halklar, yasam standartlari, gelenekleri ve ulusal 6zellikleri
hakkinda bilgi edinmek, amagl seyahati yansitan rekreasyon tiirlerinden biri olarak kabul

edilmektedir (Ohmoadova, 2024; 171).

Azerbaycan'da 11 ekonomik bolge var. Onlar; Bakii, Abseron, Nah¢ivan, Ganca-
Gazakh, Seki-Zagatala, Lankaran, Guba-Hasmaz, Aran, Daglik Karabag, Kalbacar-Lachin ve
Daglik Sirvan. Tiim Azerbaycan bolgelerinde dogal kaynaklar ile zengin olan turizmi
gelistirmek miimkiindiir. iklim faktdrleri ve dogal kaynaklarin mevcudiyeti seviyesine bagl
olarak bolgeler birbirinden farklilik gdstermektedir. Ornegin, Bakii ve Abseron bdlgesinde is

Sirvan gibi dogas1 zengin bdlgelerde gelismistir (Mammadov, 2013: 3-7).

Gence-Kazak cografi alani- Azerbaycanin kuzey batisinda yer alan Gence-Kazak
bolgesi tliziimlerinden dolayr popiilerdir. Gence sehrinde bir sarap fabrikasi mevcuttur ve
toplanan iiziimlerden burada sarap tiretimi yapilmaktadir. Ayrica bu sehirde Azerbaycan
Devlet Tarim Universitesi faaliyet gostermektedir. Shamkir, Tovuz, Kazak bélgeleri ise
daglarla cevrili giizel panoramik dogaya sahiptir. Bu, turistler i¢in konforlu bir konaklama
hizmeti sunmak ve ayni zamanda kahvaltida taze iirlinler kullanarak dikkatleri iizerlerine
cekmek icin 1yi bir firsat oldugu anlamina gelir. Bolgede bulunan doga rezerv parklar1 da

nadir goriilen agac ve hayvan tiirleri nedeniyle turistler icin ilgin¢ligini korumaktadir.

Azerbaycan'daki tarimi en iyi bolgelerinden biri olan Seki-Zagatala, Gabala-Ismail
ve Nahcivan aricilik gelenekleri ve tabii ki saf, lezzetli ballar1 ile popiilerdir. Bu bolgelere
farkli bal tiirlerini tatmakla ilgilenen insanlarin dikkatini ¢ekmek miimkiindiir

(http://www.azjess.com).

Guba-Khachmaz cografi alani- Azerbaycan'in cumhuriyetin kuzey dogusunda yer
almaktadir. Turizm gelisimi icin potansiyeli olan arazilerden biridir. Burada son birka¢ yilda
kiigiik otel tipli dinlenme merkezleri, misafir evleri insa edilmis ve turistlere hizmete
verilmistir. Bu bolgede turizm {izre en 6nemli faktor, ince yaprakli ormanlardir. Guba, Gusar,
Laza koylerinde Biiyiik Kafkaslar arasindaki daglik bolgeler, turizm alaninda essizligi
sagliyor. Cumhuriyetin en giizel koruyucularindan biri - "Altiagac" koruma alani ise Khizi
ilcesinde yer almaktadir. Bu ilgenin arazisinin yaklasik% 901 ormanlardan olugmaktadir. Bu
koruma alaninda Biiyiik Kafkasya'nin glineydogu yamaclarinda yasayan nadir hayvan ve

bitkiler korunur.

Lankaran-Astara cografi alani- Giiney bolgesinde 6zellikle Lenkeran ve Astara'da
kirsal turizmin gelismesi i¢in neredeyse tiim firsatlar vardir. Kirsal turizmin gelenekleri,
mutfaklar1 ve diger kiiltiirel mekanlari, ayn1 zamanda tanitimini da tesvik ediyor. Turistlerin
geleneklere olan ilgilerinin yerel niifus tarafindan daha da artirilmasi daha yakin ilgi, daha

fazla bilgi verilmesi gerekmektedir (Bedelov, 2014: 25-27).
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2.4. Saghk Turizmi

Ulkemiz saglik turizminin gelismesi acisindan gerekli dogal kaynaklara ve tedavi
kaynaklarina sahiptir. Bu acidan sifali Naftalan yagi, Lenkeran, Gadabey, Nah¢ivan'in maden
sular1, Abseron'un sifali camur golleri vb. gosterilebilir. Azerbaycan'daki tatil yeri kaynaklari
burada tedavi goren kisi sayisinin 2 milyona ulagsmasinmi sagliyor. Azerbaycan'in en énemli
tibbi kaynaklarindan biri Naftalan yagidir. Naftalan yagi sadece iilkede degil uluslararasi
alanda da bilinen bir tibbi kaynaktir. Naftalan yagi bir¢cok hastaligin tedavisinde, hareket
organlariyla ilgili hastaliklarda, metabolik bozukluklarda, ayrica cilt ve kadin hastaliklarinin
tedavisinde de kullanilmaktadir. Nahgivan Ozerk Cumhuriyeti'nde yer alan Diizdag, tedavi
edici degeri nedeniyle farkli 6zelliklere sahiptir. Diizdag Fizik Tedavi Merkezi'ni ¢ogunlukla
bronsiyal astim ve alerjik hastaliklar1 olan kisiler tedavi amaciyla ziyaret edimekle, merkezin
su anda 300 yatagi bulunmaktadir. Ayrica, burada her yil yaklasik 1600-1700 hasta tedavi de
gormektedir (Dvlot Turizm Agentliyi, 2021; 110-111).

2.5. Kiiltiir Turizmi

Bu turizm tiirii farkli bolgelerin tarihine, sanatina, kiiltiirel mirasina, halkin yasam
tarzina, dinine vb. dayanmaktadir. Kiiltiir turizmi, sehirlerdeki tarihi mekanlarin, tarihi
eserlerin, miizelerin, tiyatrolarin, ¢esitli mimari orneklerin ziyaret edilmesinin yan sira yerel
halkin yagam tarzim1 ve milli-manevi degerlerini yansitan tatil ve festivalleri kapsayan bir
turizm tlriidiir. Kiiltiir turizmi amaciyla gelen turistlerin hizmetlere siradan turistlere gore
daha fazla para harcadigini belirtmek gerekir. Azerbaycan'm kiiltiirel degerleri - mugam, yerli
ve yabanci danslar, zengin mutfagi, cesitli kiiltlirel degerlere hosgoriilii yaklagimi, {ilkenin
kiiltiir turizmi potansiyeline baglanabilir. Tarihi rotalar: Biiyiik Ipek Yolu, tarihi savas alanlari

gibi kiiltiir turizmi kapsaminda ¢esitli alanlar1 kapsamaktadir (Balasonli, 2018; 46).

Azerbaycan'da diizenlenen biiyiik uluslararas1 sportif, siyasi ve bilimsel etkinlikler,
fuarlar, sergiler, festivaller ve kongreler iilkede Kkiiltlirel turizmin gelismesine zemin
hazirlamaktadir. Ozellikle biiyiik etkinliklerin merkezi Bakii'diir. Ancak Gebele, Seki, Gence,
Nahcivan gibi sehirler giderek bu olaylarin merkezi haline gelmektedir. Bu olaylarin
yasandig1 cografya genisledik¢e bolgelerdeki kentlesme siireci de hizlanmaktadir. Bagka bir
deyisle kiiltiirel etkinlikler, bolgelerde altyapinin hizla geligsmesi, kalkinma g¢alismalariin

artmasi ve sosyo-ekonomik sorunlarin kismen ¢oziilmesi i¢in gerekli kosullar1 yaratmaktadir.

2.6. Dag ve Kis Turizmi

Bu turizm tiirleri iilkemiz agisindan gelecek vaat eden alanlar olarak
degerlendirilmektedir. Clinkii Azerbaycan'n daglik bdlgelerinde turizmin gelisme olanaklari
genistir. Bu tiir alanlar daha ¢ok dogayla iletisim kurmayi, yabani hayvanlari ve kuslari
izlemeyi, risk almay1 ve tehlikeli tiirlerle spor yapmay1 seven kisilerin yer aldig1 6zel turist
gruplariin ilgisini ¢ekmektedir. Dag ve kis turizminin gelistirilmesi konusunda son yillarda
atilan bilingli adimlar sonucunda Azerbaycan'in birgok daglik bolgesi turizm destinasyonu
olarak gelismektedir. Bu baglamda Sahdag Kis-Yaz Turizm Merkezi ve Tufadag Turizm
Merkezi giiniimiiziin popiiler rekreasyon kompleksleri haline gelmistir. "Sahdag" Turizm

Merkezini kis sezonunda 120 binin {izerinde turist ziyaret etmektedir (Balasonli, 2018; 47).
2.7. Spor turizmi

Spor sektorii Azerbaycan'da en hizli biiyiiyen sektorlerden biridir. Son donemde
iilkede spor altyapisinin gelistirilmesine 6dnemli miktarda mali kaynak harcanmistir. Bdylece
Azerbaycan'm sehir ve bolgelerinde olimpiyat kompleksleri ve merkezlerinin insas1 ve
isletmeye alinmasi, ayrica cesitli spor sahalar1 ve kurumlarinin olusturulmasi, tilkede
uluslararasi diizeyde spor miisabakalarinin diizenlenmesi i¢in kosullar yaratti. Bu yarigmalarin
en biiyiigii Haziran 2015'te iilkemizde diizenlenen 1. Avrupa Oyunlari'dir. Bu yarigsmaya 50
tilkeden 6000 sporcu katildi. Azerbaycan'n ilk kez ev sahipligi yaptigt Avrupa Oyunlari,
turizm sektorii i¢in biiylik firsatlar yaratti. Boylece Avrupa Oyunlar arifesinde 10 bin yabanci
misafir lilkemizi ziyaret etti. Bundan bagka, Azerbaycan Formula 1 Grandprix yarismalarina,
Islami Dayamigsma Oyunlar1 ve Avrupa Ligi finali gibi uluslararasi spor etkinliklerine ev

sahipligi yaparak bu turizm tiiriine nemini ortaya koymaya ¢aligmustir (Ibrahimli, 2022; 87).

Alternatif turizm politikalar1 dogrultusunda yumusak giiciin de etkili sekilde
kullanilmas1 ve bolgede turistlerin ilgi odaginda olacak bir iilke haline gelinmesi, sert gili¢iin
bolgede daha da hakim oldugu bolge yerine yumusak giiciin 6geleri igerisinde kendine yer

edinen iilke olmak bolge i¢in de 6nemli olacaktir (Mammadov, 2022; 930-931).
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SONUC

Azerbaycan Cumhuriyeti'nde ekonominin karliligi sadece petrolden elde edilen
gelirlerden, ¢ok kiiclik bir kismi ise petrol dist alanlardan elde edilen gelirlerden olugsmustur.
Devlet biitcesinin petrole bagimliligini ortadan kaldirmanin en énemli silahlarindan biri petrol
dis1 sektoriin gelistirilmesiyle ilgilidir. Petrol dis1 sektorde turizmden elde edilen gelirler
yiiksek bir agirliga sahiptir. Bu anlamda turizmin kendi alaninda da alternatif turizm tiirlerinin

gelismesi ve bu alanda da ¢esitlendirme ciddi bir 6nemi ortaya ¢ikmaktadir.

Bu caligma teorik olarak konunun Onemini ortaya koyarak, akademik olarak bu
boslugu da ortadan kaldirmay1 temel hedef edinmistir. Sezon dis1 donemde turizm gelirlerinde
turizmin 6zel agirhiginin artmasit ve donem sonunda turizm gelirlerinde yiizde 20 artisin
beklenmesi  “Azerbaycan  Cumbhuriyeti'nin = 2022-2026  Sosyo-Ekonomik  Kalkinma
Stratejisi”’nde yer almaktadir.

This study delves into ancient belief systems, such as totemism, fetishism, shamanism,
and animism. Furthermore, it considers various cults, including the cult of the sun, the sky, and the veneration of
ancestral spirits.

INTRODUCTION

In recent decades, in Kazakhstan, there has been a growing interest in mythology,
particularly cosmogonic and ethnological myths about the creation of the world. Notable myths
include those of Tengri, Umai, Zher—Su, Ot—Ana, and others. This interest is reflected in
creation of the visual representation of these mythological characters in both classical and
modern national productions, such as in dramatic and musical operas, ballet theater
performances, and films in Kazakhstan. Among these mythological characters a special place is
occupied by the images of sage wanderers. Often, this is the image of an ancient storyteller -
abyz, the mythical character - Korkyt—Ata—the philosopher Baksy, who played the kobyz, and
the image of the sage wanderer - Asan Kaygy, who was in search for the Promised or Sacred
Land — Zher Uyyk. Additionally, there is an image of saint Kydyr—ata who is believed to bring

prosperity and happiness to people.

Yuan et al. (2006, p. 1) eloquently emphasize that “Space and time, are fundamental yet
complex subjects that have stimulated fascinating debates among philosophers, physicists,
geographers, historians, and scholars across various disciplines.” The scholarly examination of
space and time reveals their profound impact on traditions, identity, material culture, such as
architecture, and non-material culture. Popescu (2006, p. 189) compellingly argues that: “Time
brings a perspectival understanding of tradition, transforming history into a major referent. Space
exalts the values of appropriateness and adequacy to the site, perceived as a matrix that shapes
the characteristics and artifacts of its inhabitants.” In the realm of Kazakh culture, important

insights into the categories of space and time as depicted in Kazakh arts, culture, and folklore can
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be found in the works of Samuratova et al. (2015), Zhakupov et al. (2020), and Zhangaliyeva et
al. (2024). However, there remains a significant gap in research concerning the depiction of
space and time within cosmogonic and ethnogonic myths. This study aims to fill that gap by
offering an original comparison of the legends of two prominent sages: Korkyt-Ata and Asan-
Kaigy. These narratives not only depict a timeless journey of self-discovery but also highlight

the profound intertwining of personal identity with the broader contexts of space and time.
1. MATERIALS AND METHODS

The article applies a comparative analysis including comparison, analogy, juxtaposition,
dialogue, and parallelism. It employs a cross-cultural intertemporal analysis, allowing for an
exploration of temporal dynamics and dimensions. Additionally, the article incorporates logical-
historical and axiological methodologies to deepen its analysis. It also employs systems analysis
and hermeneutics. The study draws on works not only from philosophy, history, and culture but
also from various other fields such as mythology, folklore, aesthetics, and ethnography. It
thoroughly examines a range of factors through the lens of cultural and philosophical analysis.
The focus is on essential categories that form the foundational elements of traditional cultures,
including beliefs about creation, mythological thinking, concepts of life and death, perceptions of
space and time, aesthetic appreciation of the world, moral principles, and artistic as well as
aesthetic determinants. These concepts reveal the underlying framework of traditional thinking
upon which the texts of traditional cultures are built.

2. FINDINGS AND DiSCUSSION

The traditional culture of each nation represents a profound layer of mankind's historical
memory, covering various eras from ancient times to the present. Any traditional culture is
developed layer by layer. Archaic beliefs, such as fetishism, animism, totemism, and shamanism,
play an important role in shaping its worldview, as do mythological, religious, philosophical, and
aesthetic representations of any ethnic group. The formation of a category of space and time in
the Turkic culture should be sought in pre-Islamic beliefs. The traditional culture of the Kazakhs
IS syncretic in nature, where some elements of shamanism, Tengri, and Zoroastrianism are

combined with Islam. Animistic beliefs were expressed in ceremonies and rituals associated with
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the worship to aruakhs spirits of the ancestors, shamanic ritual practice, and its elements, and are

now preserved in religious practices and traditional medicine.

The Kazakh scientist, and ethnographer Shokan Valikhanov wrote about the origins of
Islam in Kazakhstan, that the Kazakhs believed in Allah, and at the same time honored the
aruakhs - spirits of the ancestors: They sacrificed on the tombs of Muslim saints, believed in the
shaman and respected the Mohammedan Hodges. They worshipped the fire, and shamans were
called along with the onions of the Muslim angels and praised Allah. Such contradictions did not
interfere with each other, and the Kyrgyz (Kazakhs) believed in all this together. That is why the
name, the words were changed, and not the thought. Ongon began to be called arvakh, kuk
tengri - Allah or Thursday, the spirit of the earth - peri, divana, and gin, and the idea remained
shamanic [Valikhanov, 1985: 49].

Among the pagan characters included in the Muslim saints, the Kazakhs most clearly
preserved their pre-Muslim features in Korkut (Khorkhyt) - the mythical first shaman, musician,
and singer, creator of the kobyz bow instrument. The grave attributed to him was located on the
bank of Syrdarya. Kazakhs' veneration of Korkut was closely connected with shamanism. He
was considered the patron of shamans (baksy) who often called him to help in their shamanistic

rituals. Many baksy performed kyuy composed by Korkyt himself” [Harner, 2007:65].

The category of space and time in the Turkic culture is clearly revealed in two ancient
Turkic myths and legends associated with the images of wise wanderers. The first of them is
dedicated to shaman - baksy Korkyt - Ata, who escaped from death, and the second tells about
Asan - Kaygy, who was looking for Zher — Uyyk — The Promised or Sacred Land. The legend of
Korkyt-Ata, which tells about him as a legendary Turkic songwriter and composer of the IX
century, was depicted in the written epic monument of the Turkic people Kitabi Dede Korkyt
(The Book of Korkyt Ancestor).

The legend states that from his youth Korkyt could not reconcile with the idea of human
life's transience, therefore, he decided to confront the inevitability of death. He crafted and
began to play the instrument called kobyz, using his music to express his thoughts on existence.

Through his dedication to artistry, he discovered a way to achieve immortality, leaving a legacy
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that transcends time. Based on materials from archaeological excavations one of the ancient
types of kobyz was found and recreated. In 2014 an expedition from the Institute of Archeology
named after A. Margulan under the leadership of Zeinolla Samashev found in the upper reaches
of the Karakaba river, in the East Kazakhstan region the burial place at Kimak Kypchak warrior
dating back to the 6th - 7th centuries. In 2015 mound Ne 12 was excavated at the Karakaba 1
burial ground where a unique artifact was discovered a musical stringed instrument [Irzhanov,
2021].

In another ancient legend about Asan-Kaygy (translated as Sad Asan), the wise man spent
all his life unsuccessfully looking for the Zher-Uyyk — the Promised or Sacred Land. Asan-
Kaygy, sitting on the Zhelmaya camel, went to four sides of the world. He believed that there is a
wonderful place on earth such as — Zher — Uyyk, where there is no hunger and people live up to a
hundred years, and are not threatened by enemy raids. It is a place where people live in peace
and prosperity. According to the description, in this heavenly place, there were many lakes and
rivers, many pastures with thick grass, and livestock gave birth to young animals twice a year.
He dreamed of finding this place and relocating his people there, so they would not know sorrow
and need. An image of a lark that nests on the back of a sheep became a symbol that personifies

happiness, and peace.

Years went by, but he had never found the Zher-Uyyk — the Sacred Land. Asan-Kaygy,
who dreamed of giving happiness to the people, returns with sadness to Ulytau Mountain and
dies on its top. According to another version: Asan-Kaygy found the Promised Land, but people
could not stand the hardships during this path and failed to get to Zher-Uyyk. It should be added
that in Kazakh folklore there were legends not only about the Promised, Heavenly Lands, such as
Zher-Uyyk, but also myths about ungrateful lands, like Barsa-Kelmes. Barsa-Kelmes is
translated as go and not come back, i.e. a place where one should not go, as this area has a
special mystical aura. While conducting a comparative analysis of the philosophical content of
these two legends about Korkyt-Ata and Asan-Kaygy, we can see that they clearly express an

idea of a person trying to find a place in space and time.
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The imagery of Asan-Kaygy, who sought but failed to find the Promised Land, alongside
Korkyt-Ata, who could not evade death, profoundly illustrates the essential truth of our
existence: space and time are intertwined. No matter where we might find ourselves or the time
we live in, the journey of life unfolds inevitably; both its beginning and end are predetermined.
Both legends tell the story of two individuals who journeyed around the world in search of a
better life—one where humanity could exist without fear and need, and where death could be
avoided. Through their journeys, the legends reveal the interconnectedness of life and death, as
well as the integrity of the universe. A key element in both stories is the theme of seeking truth
by overcoming various difficulties along the way. The Zhol (the path) concept has here not only
an image of wandering, but the idea of finding the right path on the life journey in a broad
philosophical meaning. According to the Kazakh culturologist Kanat Nurlanova The Path is a
mission, as an alternative between good and evil or the personification of some ultimate

practical goal, or as a blessing [Nurlanova, 1987: 172].

Kazakhs often use the phrases zholyn ashyk bolsyn (let the road be open to you), and ak
zhol (white way — a bright path to you), which mean both wishing a good journey as well as
every happiness throughout the whole life journey. Nomadic culture has always been associated
with movement and dynamics. As wrote Alfred Weber: invasion of nomadic peoples from
Central Asia, that reached China, India, Western countries (the great cultures of antiquity
borrowed a use of horse from them, it had ... similar consequences in all three areas... They
conquered the States of the great cultures of antiquity. Dangerous activities and catastrophes
helped them to understand the fragility of life; they brought to the world a heroic and tragic
consciousness which is reflected in the epos, and therefore history turns into a struggle between
these two forces - the culture of matriarchy being ancient, stable, connected, not awakened, and
the culture of nomadic peoples which is a new dynamic, liberating, conscious in its trends
[Jaspers, 1994:58].

In this regard, the nomads developed a cult of the horse among the many totems. As a
result of research on the barrows, the burials with a large number of remains of horses are

registered in Eurasia. The existence of the horse cult is evidenced by the results of research on
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Berel burial mounds, where more than 50 remains of horses were recorded. At the same time, a
horse had always been a favorite character of the ancient Turkic epics, seen as a friend and
companion of the nomad. The horse helped its owner to travel long distances on steppes, carried
him from the battle fields or rescued him from the captivity (Khamytay and his Horse tale),
where hourses became popular together with they owners and were winning the best prizes at the

Bayga races (such as in Tepen Kok tale, Chubar-At legend, and in many others).

In fairy tales, a winged horse helps a hero to overcome many obstacles. Therefore, the
nomad inspired, and poeticized the horse, worshiping the hourse such as the sun. For instance,
Herodotus, describing a custom of the Massagets, says: Of the gods, only the sun is honored to
which the horses are sacrificed. The meaning of this sacrifice is that the fastest animal gets to the
fastest of all gods [Herodotus, 1987:172].

The concept of the vertical axis in building the world places the spheres of sky, earth, and
the underworld above each other. In this framework, the underground, earth and heaven worlds
exist here, in parallel, and are almost not correlated with one another. Based on Kazakh folk
tales, it is possible to enter another space-time with the help of a miracle: a horse or a bird known
as a samruk. By riding these mythical creatures, the hero can traverse enormous distances and
arrive at a different location in just a matter of minutes. This journey represents the idea of
crossing of both space and time. Spirits, as well as many animals and birds in the Kazakh
folklore, were endowed with an ability to travel the worlds, namely the ability to visit the upper
and lower worlds. In many epic stories, the hero finds himself in another world in a state of
unconsciousness. Going on a journey, the heroic horse can disappear instantly. Here is an
example from the Kazakh folk tale Yer-Tostik: Yer-Tostik and his noble horse, Shalkuyryk,
plunged through the earth’s crust, descending for what felt like an eternity. At last, they came to
a halt in an unfamiliar realm. To Yer-Tostik's astonishment, Shalkuyryk stood firm on four legs

and spoke with a clear human voice: - We are in the underworld [Kazakh fairy tales, 1958: 23).

The hero's path comes to the crossing of the border between the worlds. The path itself is
in most cases described as complex. Thus, in fairy tales the heroes journeys are not in a specific

time and space but transiting from one-time and space dimension to another. This is expressed in
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the instant crossing to other worlds. In archaic representations, there was also the sacralization of
space, expressed in a cult of sacred places, and localities which were considered to be
energetically pure places. On the contrary, abandoned places for example, near water bodies
were considered undesirable places to visit, because of the fear of demonological water creature

Su peri who is believed to live there.

The influence of these spirits was closely associated with a specific area, and beyond its
borders, their influence did not spread. This was the reason for the sacralization of space. The

degree of their unity with a specific natural object confirms the concept of purity and dirtiness.

Polytheism was a characteristic feature in the system of beliefs of spirits in the archaic
culture of the Kazakhs. According to the ancient Kazakh beliefs, it was also believed that there
are many spirits. There was a kind of prayer calling for the help of good and pure spirits gayip
yeren kyryk shilten. There is a quantity of spirits, numbering forty. The epic notes: Forty

invisible saints patronize the kid (Gayip-yearn, kyryk shilten, balany koldap demedi).

Aruakhs are the spirits of deceased ancestors who protect people, warn against dangers,
and inspire good thoughts. They serve as guardians of happiness and well-being, not just for
individual families or clans, but for the entire community. This belief system is known as
henotheism, and it is characterized by what can be called a genotypic religious system. This
system reflects the intrinsic views of the tribal community, including the veneration of ancestors,
which is considered a decisive force in all aspects of public life. The central figure in this
genotypic faith is the aruakh, or spirit of the ancestor. [Gabitov et al., 2000:341]. According to
shamanistic beliefs, the soul can transcend the boundaries of worlds after death and assist its
descendants. Among the living, only a shaman (referred to as a baksy) can directly contact these
spirits, whether through ritual or trance, seeking help from powerful deities.

The tradition of tying trees is a rite shared among all Turkic peoples. This practice is
reflected in the ritual of adorning the sacred tree, referred to by the Kazakhs as aulie agash (holy
tree), with vibrant ribbons or strips of fabric often taken from clothing. This ritual highlights the
deep-rooted belief that trees act as a vital link between the earth and the heavens.
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The mountains, trees, and stones are believed to serve as connecting forces between
different worlds, space, and time. Many legends have been created in honor of the mountains,
including one about Kelinshektau, a mountain in the ancient Karatau mountain range. Legend
says that a father prepared for a daughter who was going to get married an unprecedented rich
dowry, with a large caravan of values. When the caravan moved on, the father asked his daughter
if she was satisfied with the dowry, and she replied with a question: Why are my dog's dishes not
of gold? The angry father cursed his daughter with words: Then become a black stone. The
caravan immediately turned into a mountain whose shape resembled a girl leading a long

Caravan.

According to ancient Kazakh beliefs, the mythical mountain Koykap-Tau (the Kaf
mountains) was viewed as the dwelling place of ghosts. In the Kazakh proto-culture, mountains
were considered the abode of divine spirits. They were seen as a manifestation of heaven on
earth, where it was possible to establish contact with the spiritual realm. A tree, with roots
extending deep into the ground and its crown reaching towards the sky, symbolized a connection
between all three realms: the underground, the earth, and the heavens—essentially representing
the entire Universe. This concept of the World Tree has its origins in mythology. Next, it is
possible to consider astral and solar cults which are among oldest cults providing insights to the
categories of space and time. In the ancient Turkic culture of Kazakhstan, a cult of the sky was
clearly observed, the ancient Turkic kagans called themselves heavenly rulers.

An inscription in honor of commander Kul-Tegin, a monument found in the valley of
Orkhon River, testifies of worshiping the sky, of sending the ruler by heaven itself. The
inscription created in 731 reads as follows: Then Heaven, which, so that the name and glory of
the Turkic people did not disappear, raised my father, the kagan, and my mother, the Katun. The
Heaven, bestowing of the state (to the khans), has taught me, that it is necessary to think, as
kagan so that the name and glory of the Turkic people would not disappear. Her Majesty, my
mother Katun, like Umay, my younger brother got a heroic name Kul-Tegin (became known as a
man, hero). Umay — teg yegem katun kutyna inim kyul-tegin yer at boldy [Malov, 1951:87].

These inscriptions clearly show the cult of the heaven, the worship of Tengri, and the
rulers - kagans were granted by the heaven and were messengers of the heaven. Also, in the text,
there are often notes about the will of the heaven, such as may the heaven be favorable to me, as
the heaven bestowed upon them strength, when the heaven above did not press and others.
Kazakhs use today such idioms as bir Tanir kuya — my witness is the Deity of Heaven, Tanir
zharylkasyn — may Heaven reward you. The shape and structure of the Issyk kurgan can help to
understand how the ancient people who lived in Kazakhstan imagined the structure of the
Universe. A crypt, which housed the sarcophagus with the body of an emperor, was covered with
several layers of ground and loosened rock rubble. These underground multi-level vaults

symbolized the cosmic spheres surrounding the earth.
CONCLUSION

The external form of the kurgan was like a world mountain. There were ring ditches
around the kurgan, filled with rainwater, as well as circular facing from river boulders and gravel
that served as world waters. Therefore, every detail of his clothes, and all the things that
surrounded him, brought a certain message and were symbols that reflected people's ideas about
the structure of the world. The shape of a headdress of the Issyk emperor is a symbolic image of
the world mountain. The worship of the sun in the ancient cult of the Kazakhs is evident in the
petroglyphs found on the Tamgaly rock formations from the Bronze Age. This sun cult was
demonstrated by a sanctuary that functioned during this era in the Tamgaly tract, dedicated to the
worship of the Sun Deity, featuring an altar made of large rock blocks. Among the various
figures depicted, the solar symbols are considered the earliest representations. Imaging the sun-
headed deities is a tradition to depict the sun as an anthropomorphic image of God, which has
developed in ancient times. [Maksimova, 1985:23].

The cult of the Sun was the oldest cult of many nations, which appeared as a cult of fire,
as mythology in archaic cultures was closely associated with the belief in the power of nature,
such as fire, air, water, earth, etc. Fire was often endowed with supernatural qualities, and, above
all, the ability to purify a person. Attributes of the solar cult were widespread throughout

Kazakhstan. The importance of the cult of the sun in the life of the Turkic peoples is also
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evidenced by the annual celebration of the spring equinox on March 21 - 22, called Nauryz. In
the traditions of the Turkic people, this day was considered the onset of the New Year. In
addition to special rituals, it was considered correct to meet and greet the first rays of the rising
sun in Nauryz. Non-intrusion into the laws of existence, and sensitivity to nature helped a person
to feel his involvement in the natural rhythm of nature, and its subtlest nuances. In traditional
Kazakh culture, people thrived in harmony with their environment, seamlessly coordinating their
lives with the biorhythms of nature. Unlike the linear perception of time found in many cultures,
nomadic societies view time as cyclical, understanding life as a series of recurring cycles. This
perspective is vividly illustrated through the changing seasons and the continuity of human
generations. Summarizing the above facts, it can be stated that the human awareness of space

and time in the Turkic culture was multidimensional and multilevel.
EXTENDED SUMMARY

Based on the philosophical analysis of space and time, it is possible to draw several
conclusions about ancient Turkic culture where time is viewed as cyclical rather than linear. This
perspective is rooted in the understanding of life's constant, repeating circular movement, which
is reflected in the interpretation of existence as a cycle of changing seasons or human
generations. In addition to a three-level vertical structure of the world—consisting of the
heavens, the earth, and the underworld—there are beliefs about mythical “"promised” fertile
lands. Legends, such as those surrounding Zher-Uyyk, honor these lands. A notable aspect of the
mythological worldview is the belief in a person's ability to freely transition between different
dimensions. When examining the fundamental aspects of aesthetic perception in Kazakh
traditional culture, it is important to recognize that the aesthetic understanding of the world is
based on the philosophical and anthropological principle of harmony between humans and
nature. In this context, the ecosophical nature of the culture is evident. Human life is intricately
linked to the biorhythms of nature, which is reflected in the organization of life in accordance

with the characteristics of the seasons.

The Turkic worldview is deeply rooted in the sacralization of space, where certain

locations are imbued with spiritual significance. Sacred places, such as Zher-Uyyk and Barsa-
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Kelmes, reflect the duality of space as both a source of hope and a realm of danger. The concept
of sacred geography is further emphasized through rituals involving trees, mountains, and other
natural elements, which are seen as bridges between the earthly and spiritual realms. The vertical
axis of the Turkic cosmology divides the universe into three levels: the heavens, the earth, and
the underworld. This structure is mirrored in myths and folklore, where heroes traverse these
realms with the help of mythical creatures like winged horses or birds. Such narratives highlight
the fluidity of space and time in Turkic culture, where transitions between dimensions are
possible through spiritual or mythical means. Unlike the linear perception of time in many
cultures, the Turkic understanding of time is cyclical, reflecting the rhythms of nature and the
continuity of life. This cyclical view is evident in the celebration of Nauryz, the spring equinox,
which marks the renewal of life and the beginning of a new year. The nomadic lifestyle of the
Turkic peoples, characterized by constant movement and adaptation, reinforces this cyclical
perspective. The concept of "The Path” (zZhol) in Turkic culture symbolizes both a physical
journey and a philosophical quest for truth and self-discovery. This duality is evident in the
legends of Korkyt-Ata and Asan-Kaigy, where the journey becomes a metaphor for the human

experience of navigating the complexities of space and time.

The Turkic worldview is shaped by a syncretic blend of pre-Islamic beliefs, including
shamanism, animism, and totemism, alongside Islamic influences. Rituals and practices, such as
the veneration of ancestral spirits (aruakhs) and the worship of natural elements like the sun and
fire, reflect the deep connection between humans and the natural world. The cult of the horse, a
central motif in Turkic epics, underscores the importance of animals as companions and symbols
of freedom in nomadic life. Astral and solar cults also play a significant role in Turkic culture, as
evidenced by petroglyphs and archaeological findings. The worship of the sun and the heavens is
linked to the Turkic rulers' claim of divine authority, as seen in inscriptions from the Orkhon
Valley. These practices highlight the integration of cosmological beliefs into the social and

political structures of ancient Turkic societies.

The study concludes that the Turkic perception of space and time is multidimensional,

encompassing both physical and metaphysical realms. The cyclical nature of time, the
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sacralization of space, and the integration of mythological and spiritual elements into daily life
reflect a holistic worldview that emphasizes harmony between humans and nature. By exploring
these themes, the research provides valuable insights into the philosophical and cultural
foundations of ancient Turkic civilization. This extended abstract captures the essence of the
study, offering a comprehensive overview of its key findings and contributions to the

understanding of ancient Turkic culture.

EDIGE AND KAZAKH HISTORY

Abstract

The article analyzes the problem of Emir Yedige’s involvement in Kazakh history, which was widely
known to the Turkic and Slavic peoples, including the Kazakh people during the Golden Horde Period in the
history of the early Middle Ages in the Eurasian space. Analyzing and differentiating oral and written historical
data on the role of the Kazakh people, their first national state at the initial stage of the Jochi Ulus, when the head
of state, who held power over the Nogai Horde of Edige, Ak Horde and Golden Horde (Ulug Ulus, Ulus of Jochi),
argued with military forces, in order, cunning and guile, about the role of the ruler this state’s involvement in
Kazakh history.

EXTENDED SUMMARY
The article analyzes the problem of Emir Yedige’s involvement in Kazakh history,

which was widely known to the Turkic and Slavic peoples, including the Kazakh people during

the Golden Horde Period in the history of the early Middle Ages in the Eurasian space.
Analyzing and differentiating oral and written historical data on the role of the Kazakh people,
their first national state at the initial stage of the Jochi Ulus, when the head of state, who held
power over the Nogai Horde of Edige, Ak Horde and Golden Horde (Uluk Ulus, Ulus of Jochi),
argued with military forces, in order, cunning and guile, about the role of the ruler this state’s
involvement in Kazakh history. Edige — took his place in history as the ruler of the Golden
Horde (Ulu Ulus). He led the rule of the Nogai Ulus in 1396-1419, although Edige was not
from the famous Genghis dynasty. Edige is a historical figure common to the Kazakh-Nogai
peoples since ancient times, so it would be fair to establish him as one of the heads of state who
devoted his life to strengthening the Golden Horde state, as a prominent figure in the history of
Kazakhstan.

Edige’s contributions to Kazakh history are evident in his role as a unifying figure for
the Turkic tribes. He is often portrayed in oral epics and historical narratives as a protector of
the people and a skilled statesman. These accounts highlight his ability to navigate complex
political landscapes, including his interactions with neighboring powers such as the Russian
state and the Grand Duchy of Lithuania. The legacy of Edige is preserved in the oral traditions
of various Turkic peoples, including the Kazakhs, Nogais, Tatars, and Bashkirs. These epics,
which celebrate his heroism and leadership, have been passed down through generations. For
instance, the "Edige Epic" exists in multiple versions, with some extending to thousands of
lines. These narratives emphasize his role as a defender of the Turkic peoples and a key figure
in the history of the Golden Horde. In addition to oral traditions, Edige’s life and achievements
are documented in historical records from both Turkic and non-Turkic sources. Russian
chronicles, for example, provide accounts of his military campaigns and diplomatic efforts.
However, these records often portray him in a negative light, reflecting the adversarial
relationship between the Golden Horde and the Russian state. Edige’s legacy has been subject
to varying interpretations over time. During the Soviet era, his contributions were downplayed
or omitted from official histories due to ideological constraints. The "Edige Epic" was banned
in the mid-20th century, as it was perceived to glorify feudalism and Mongol-Tatar rule. Despite
these challenges, Edige remained a revered figure in the collective memory of the Kazakh
people, symbolizing resistance and unity. With the collapse of the Soviet Union and the
resurgence of interest in Turkic history, Edige’s contributions have been re-evaluated. Scholars

have highlighted his role as a statesman and military leader who sought to preserve the integrity
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of the Golden Horde and its successor states. His efforts to maintain alliances through

diplomacy, including intermarriages with other ruling families, further underscore his strategic

vision. Edige’s impact on Kazakh history is multifaceted. He is remembered as a unifying figure

who played a crucial role in the early stages of Kazakh statehood. His leadership during a

turbulent period in the history of the Golden Horde exemplifies the resilience and adaptability

of the Turkic peoples. Moreover, his legacy serves as a reminder of the interconnectedness of
the Turkic world and its shared cultural and historical heritage.

In conclusion, Edige’s life and achievements highlight the complexities of leadership
and state-building in the medieval Eurasian context. His contributions to the political and
cultural development of the Kazakh people underscore his significance as a historical figure.
Recognizing Edige as a common heritage of the Kazakh and Nogai peoples not only honors his

memory but also reinforces the shared history of the Turkic world.

METHODOLOGICAL BASIS AND PRINCIPLES OF THE EXPERTISE OF RELIGION STUDIES

Abstract

The article deals with the main theoretical issues and functional mechanisms of the concept of religious studies
expertise. To analyze this issue, the main scientific conclusions about the concept, goals and scientific and methodological
foundations of religious studies expertise in international practice were differentiated. The limited number of scientific
articles and research papers on this topic in domestic research determines the relevance of the identified problem and the
need to systematize this area. Today, in the Republic of Kazakhstan, the field of religious studies expertise is one of the
new directions.

This area, implemented in the country for more than seventeen years, is a public service for legal entities and
individuals. The practical aspects of the implementation of religious studies expertise are determined by the state within
the framework of legislation in the field of religion. However, at the domestic level, it is necessary to solve the problem of
determining the theoretical and conceptual categories of religious studies expertise, systematizing the main scientific
methods. Since, in the course of studying foreign and domestic experience, it was found that the methodology for conducting
religious expertise has not been developed at a sufficient level. Most experts argue that the principles of scientific character
and academic neutrality are not sufficiently respected during the preparation of the conclusions of religious studies
expertise. The article systematizes and analyzes the conceptual basis of religious expertise, substantiates the importance
of determining the main issues of methodology and practical implementation of religious expertise.

In the Republic of Kazakhstan, the expertise of religious studies is carried out at the state level, and the
mechanisms of its implementation have been introduced and systematized. However, there are a number of problems in
the course of implementation: optimization of the mechanisms of banning by court decision of the materials that have
received a negative conclusion of the religious studies expertise, the issue of the need to conduct the religious studies
expertise of the foreign language literature with religious content, systematic analysis of the activities of the religious
association, implementation of the religious studies expertise in a qualitative manner with the aim of identifying the points
that are contrary to the law. implementation problem. These issues require the analysis of international experience,
legislative decisions established in the country from a theoretical and scientific point of view, and also, the purpose of the
research is to consider effective ways and methods of religious studies expertise.

metodolojik temellerine iligkin temel bilimsel bulgular segildi. Yurt i¢i arastirmalarda s6z konusu konuya iliskin bilimsel
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makale ve arasturma ¢alismalarvun simirll sayida olmasi, bu konunun dnemini ve sistematizasyon ihtiyacin
belirlemektedir. Bugiin Kazakistan Cumhuriyeti'nde din bilimleri uzmanligi alani yeni yonelimlerden biridir.

On yedi yili askin bir siiredir iilkede uygulanan bu alan, tiizel kisilere ve bireylere yonelik bir kamu hizmeti
seklidir. bilimleri uzmanhigun alt yapisi tiim yonleri, hukuk ¢ergevesinde devlet tarafindan belirlenmektedir. Ancak ulusal
diizeyde dini aragtirmalar uzmanliginin teorik ve kavramsal kategorilerinin tanimlanmasi, temel bilimsel yontemlerin
sistematize edilmesi sorununun ¢oziilmesi gerekmektedir. Bunun nedeni, uluslararasi ve yurt i¢i deneyimlerin incelenmesi
swrasinda, bilimsel temelde sistematize edilen bilirkisilik metodolojisinin yeterli diizeyde gelistirilmediginin tespit
edilmesidir. Uzmanlarin ¢ogunlugu, din arastirmalarimin bilimsel temelli ve tarafsiz olmasi ilkesine yeterince saygi
gosterilmedigini ileri siiriiyor. Makale, teoloji uzmanhgmin kavramsal temellerini sistematik hale getirmek ve analiz
etmek; metodolojinin temel sorunlarinmin belirlenmesinin ve teoloji uzmanhiginin pratik uygulamasmin énemini vurgular.

Kazakistan Cumhuriyeti'nde din bilimleri incelemesi devlet diizeyinde yapilmakta, uygulama mekanizmalari daha
tutarli ve sistemli hale getirilmektedir. Ancak uygulama sirasinda bir takim sorunlar ortaya ¢ikmaktadir: din uzmani
muayenesinden olumsuz sonug¢ alan materyallerin mahkeme karariyla yasaklanmasina yonelik mekanizmalarin
optimizasyonu, din uzmani muayenesinin yabanci dilde yapilmasinin gerekliligi sorunu, dini derneklerin faaliyetlerinin
sistematik analizi, mevzuatin uygulanmast sorununun ihlal edildigine dair isaretlerin belirlenmesi amaciyla yiiksek
kalitede bir dini inceleme yapilmasi.

EXTENDED SUMMARY

Research Problem:

The presented article examines the theoretical and practical aspects of religious studies
expertise, including the mechanism of implementation and the dynamics of development in the
Republic of Kazakhstan. During the analysis of domestic and foreign sources, it was found that from
a theoretical point of view, little scientific research has been conducted on religious studies expertise.

Research Questions:

In the Republic of Kazakhstan, religious studies expertise is carried out as a public service,
information on religious studies expertise is presented in a practical form, that is, within the framework
of methodological guidelines, manuals and training materials. This situation requires the scientific
community to develop a unified methodology in order to ensure the quality of religious studies
expertise at the national level. It is clear that the expert conducting the expertise will have legal
instructions issued by the authorized body, however, in order to improve the quality of the expertise,
it is very important to systematize the general scientific methodological principles. Due to the fact that
the expert's opinion sometimes plays a decisive role for religious associations and individual citizens,
the professional level of the expert must be appropriate.

Literature Review:

During the study of international experience in a number of countries (the Russian Federation,
the Republic of Uzbekistan, the USA), work is underway to substantiate the categorical apparatus of
religious studies expertise, as well as promising problems that occur at the regional level. Therefore,
even in Kazakhstan, where the legal norms of religious studies expertise are regulated, there is a need

to substantiate it from a scientific and theoretical point of view.
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Methodology:

In the article, an analysis was made using data science and historical, systematization methods
related to the expertise of religious studies. In addition, in the course of the research, the methods of
comparative analysis, textual analysis, differentiation of statistical indicators were used for published
research works on the given topic.

Results and Conclusions:

It is clear that the field of religious studies expertise remains relatively new for Kazakhstan.
However, its primary functions have already been identified and systematized by the state. Despite
international stereotypes that religious expertise restricts the rights of believers, it can be concluded
that this field serves as one of the key legal tools to prevent the spread of extremist ideas and counteract
the activities of destructive movements.

Currently, extremist content, which spreads through the internet, poses a greater challenge than
printed materials, promoting harmful ideologies and inciting religious discord. To safeguard national
security and prevent religious discord, all such content should undergo religious expertise. In this
regard, it is crucial to develop a system of methods that account for the distinct characteristics of
religious studies objects and the particularities of materials from various religious directions.

As an applied branch of religious studies, religious expertise is closely linked to the social life
of the population, and its significance remains high at the public level. Consequently, based on the
analysis conducted, the theoretical and methodological foundation, as well as the practical
implementation of religious expertise, requires deeper research and systematization.

In conclusion, relevant work was carried out in relation to the set tasks, that is, an analysis of
the theoretical foundations of conducting religious studies expertise, an informative and expert review
of the experience of conducting religious studies expertise in the international world, including the
countries of Central Asia, an analysis of the legislative and practical bases of conducting religious
studies expertise in the Republic of Kazakhstan, collected On the basis of information, international
experience, conducted analysis, tasks such as analysis related to effective methods and ways of
conducting religious studies expertise in the country were fully considered.

Taking into account the above, we believe that it is necessary to consider the following
measures in order to increase the effectiveness of religious studies expertise:

- Systematic organization of events at the international level, promoting the goal of exchange

of experience in the direction of religious studies expertise by the state and the scientific community;

- Development and production of methodological tools, consisting of theological and legal
situation collections related to theology expertise;

- Consideration of mechanisms for automating the process of organization of theology
expertise;

- Formation of specific requirements and scientific methods and methodologies for the conduct
of theological expertise through the study of international experience related to theological expertise.

In conclusion, the religious studies expertise has a very important place in the system of
ensuring the legal guarantee of freedom of religious belief and rights, and it is necessary to promote
and always organize complex activities, both from the state and society. There should not be a one-
sided opinion that religious analysis is conducted only on materials and literature with religious
content, therefore, religious analysis is a scientific institution capable of conducting a full expertise of
the religious activities of individual religious associations, identifying illegal aspects of their religious
activities, and making scientifically based and consistent expert conclusions on their religious

activities.
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
